* Purpose Defining (potter imagery) stems from MORAL Authority

* Claim of vs. 8: Creator exerts will by defining (/creating) morality

* Again recall the connection to “almighty” (absolute authority)

» Why Does the Creator own the Sea?
 BECAUSE HE MADE I'T!
* Creatorship CONFERS Ownership
* We believe this of humans...where 1s that from?

* Stems from God’s Eternal nature/morality



WHY...?

» Why Does the Creator own the Sea?

» What rights do OWNERSHIP confer?
* ALL of them! (Matt. 20.15)

* Has EVERY right tor His creation to submit their
wills to HIS and this 1s HONOR (Is. 58.13)
