»27d Reason inseparable from Almightiness

»So 34 Reason should connect to Eternality

7 Tn the same way God, desiring even more to show
to the heirs of the promise the unchangeableness of
His purpose, interposed with an oath, 18 so that by
two unchangeable things in which it is impossible
for God to lie, we who have taken refuge would have

strong encouragement to take hold of the hope set
before us.

* Unchangeableness of the PROMISE to the heirs

* Seems God’s goodness 1s a consolation prize
* [*'says goodness will pass betore you
* Now says glory will pass by

* Declaring “name” means character

* God’s glory IS His goodness

* Glory 1s what makes something/someone praiseworthy

WHY Create?

* FOR rejoicing and gladness

*Vs. 18 — to rejoice “in what I create”
* Creators wants a creation FULL of joy

* Note “new heavens and new earth” language
